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Prame State Achievement Exam
Wednesday, April 28 and Thursday, April 29

On Wednesday, April 28 and Thurs-
day, April 29, students with junior stand-
ing will take the Prairie State Achieve-
ment Exam (PSAE) that is required by
the State. The PSAE is the high school
assessment for compliance with the fed-
eral No Child Left Behind Act. The PSAE
measures student achievement on the
lllinois Learning Standards and is taken
over two days as outlined on the next
page. Day 1 of the PSAE is the ACT plus
writing test. Day 2 is the ACT WorkKeys
and a State science test. Students must
complete both days of the testing period.

lllinois mandates that the results of the
PSAE be included on the high school
transcript. ALL students are required
to take the PSAE in order to graduate
from high school. We will be testing
freshmen and sophomores on Wednes-
day and Thursday, in addition to the jun-
iors. The school-wide testing is designed
to benefit all students while minimizing
the disruption to the educational process.
The results of these tests provide us with
information about how our students are
performing and how instruction will be
impacted.
